ELL Moves Forward with its Effort to Build and Manage a Network of Resources to Provide Nationwide Education and Training to Better Protect Severely Allergenic Children
GENEVA, IL-October 14th, 2008 – Eat, Learn, Live (ELL) a not-for-profit foundation that supports the right’s of severely allergenic children to greater safety in the foods they consume and in the environments in which they learn, announces a nationwide “call-out” for interested candidates to register for consideration as an ELL Consultant. Consultants will be trained and certified to provide universally accepted education and training to schools and families for this fee-based service.
To-date, more than 70 candidates across the US have signed up as potential resources of the ELL Consultant Network by visiting the ELL website at www.ellfoundation.org.
The goal of the ELL Consultant Network is to provide certified resources across the country to offer services to the more than 15,000 school districts nationwide. Ideally, the Eat, Learn, Live (ELL) program will support the implementation of The Food Allergy and Anaphylaxis Management Act (FAAMA) of 2008, which calls for voluntary national guidelines to help schools manage students afflicted by food allergies and anaphylaxis. This policy has been passed by the House of Representatives and is currently in the US Senate for consideration.
“This level of overwhelming response further confirms the need and potential opportunity in implementing this type of program. Our schools and neighborhood families will be provided with education and training on the most effective policies and procedures recommended in protecting the millions of children with food allergies and anaphylaxis,” says Kathleen Silverman, Founder/CEO of Eat, Learn, Live. “Roughly 75% of allergenic school-aged children will suffer one or more reactions while at school. Our schools recognize the serious risk to these students and are requesting greater assistance in protecting severely allergenic students.”
Eat, Learn, Live (ELL) encourages all parents, caretakers, medical professionals, etc. to consider participation in the program since these individuals commonly possess a thorough knowledge-base having dealt directly with children afflicted by severe food allergies. By living each day working to protect allergenic children, an understanding develops regarding the dangers, limitations, and potential safeguards for these kids.

In order to create a program that encompasses the highest standards, guidelines and procedures, ELL is currently organizing a steering committee to include key medical experts, leaders currently engaged in the advocacy of allergy-related school policies, and persons actively participating in the dissemination of relevant information, tools, and training programs today.

The ELL Consultant Network steering committee will evaluate the many existing programs in an attempt to recommend the most effective elements of this program moving forward. Amendments will likely be incorporated into the program as national guidelines are developed and potentially adopted under federal policies such as FAAMA.
In order for the steering committee to effectively plan a timeframe for the program’s rollout and to align its marketing efforts with respective school districts and state lawmakers in which consultant resources are available, ELL is announcing a “call-out” to encourage prospective candidates to register to learn more about the program. “Registration of potential consultants will be extremely valuable to the planning of the program and as we assess the extent that interest exists nationally. No single registrant is obligated to participate and each candidate will be evaluated and certified,” Silverman explains. “This is a wonderful opportunity for those involved with food allergies, to pass on knowledge and to earn an income at the same time. We encourage everyone to pass this information onto others and to share it with those who may find this program of interest.”
